Can you believe we are now well into the second half of the year? The SASA calendar of events for the remainder of 2010 has been outlined above, in order to make it easy for all of us to plan ahead. However, we encourage you to please continue to check your e-mails and upcoming newsletters throughout the year, as new opportunities regularly come our way, and may be slipped into the regular schedule. After all, we don’t want any of our members to miss out!

At present, we are negotiating an extra workshop for our members with Adolfo McQue, who presented the society with his very well received demonstration in oils, towards the end of last year. We shall inform the society as soon as possible with details of this upcoming workshop, which is surely not to be missed. We have also received a number of invitations to attend classes and workshops, not affiliated with the society, and we have tried to include as many of these as possible in this newsletter. For example, artist and teacher, Ryno Swart, will be holding his upcoming A la Prima workshop, which I am sure many of us would be interested in attending. Please find all the relevant details below.

After a very successful demonstration in oils from Lambert Kriedemann, last month, we are already anticipating what promises to be a fascinating July Monthly Meeting! We are very proud to host one of South Africa’s foremost conservators of fine art, Angela Zehnder, to come to speak to us, not only about aspects of the conservation of art, but also on the use of materials and techniques, to prevent deterioration of our artworks. I know that many of us were intrigued by Lambert’s tips on traditional oil-painting techniques, gleaned from those of the Old Masters, and this should prove to further explore some of those suggestions. So, be sure to arrive early to secure a good seat! 

At our August monthly meeting, we shall once again be holding our popular ‘Landscape and Life’ competition. This shall include only categories from the ‘landscape’ and ‘life’ (the figure) genres and participating artists are challenged to work directly from ‘life’ rather than from source material (such as photographs) for this competition. The premise of this competition is to encourage our members to join the outdoor painting and life-drawing sessions, both of which are offered by our society during the course of the year. Each member is invited to enter one work into either one or each category. Do remember that the term ‘Landscape’ refers to an expanse of scenery that can be seen in a single view; a picture depicting such a view; or the branch of art dealing with the representation of natural scenery. ‘Life’, on the other hand, refers specifically to the human form, and therefore excludes subject matter such as animals or still life, which will necessarily be disqualified. Painting from sketches captured at life-drawing sessions is an excellent exercise to attempt and to submit into this competition. We are also delighted to have Margie Johnson once again agree to deliver an encouraging and informative ‘mini-crit’ on all works submitted, as part of the evening’s programme and this popular inclusion is both rewarding and entertaining. We have found that we can all learn so much from the advice given to our fellow artists and so we urge all members to join in and participate. Lastly, don’t forget to keep those pencils, brushes and fingers supple and moving as the Annual Exhibition draws ever closer and each member is encouraged to submit up to 3 artworks for selection in September!

MONTHLY MEETINGS

Thursday the 29th of July: Angela Zehnder will give a talk on “Painting Conservation (Including Materials and Techniques of Artists). Angela has an MA in the Conservation of Fine Art, from the University of Northumbria, in the UK, as well as her BFA from Rhodes University, where she majored in Painting and History of Art. She has worked as a painting conservator at Tatham Art Gallery, Durban Art Gallery and the SA National Gallery. Since 2003, Angela has chosen to be self-employed, although she continues to consult on art conservation for the Iziko South African National Gallery and Michaelis collections.  Her work entails conservation (preventative and interventive), documentation (including condition reports), research on artists and courier work. Her regular clients include public collections, corporate clients, auctioneers and commercial galleries. This lecture will be of interest to all our painters, especially, as she will highlight the materials and techniques to consider, in order to ensure that your work does not deteriorate once you have sold it.

Thursday the 26th of August: Annual Landscape and Life Competition. All members who have participated in either the Life Drawing Workshops or the Outdoor painting sessions can take part in our annual Landscape and Life Competition! Of course if you have carried out similar exercises on your own, or in independent groups, you are also invited to participate. The spirit of the competition is one of advancing our art through the challenge of working directly from the source, that is, the artist’s model or landscape. We encourage all members to try their hand at capturing colour and light from life, and to bring their efforts along for our mutual appreciation. All mediums are accepted, and this competition is free and open to all members.  Members present at the competition will vote for the winner. (Guests and non-members are welcome to attend and enjoy the evening, but are not permitted to participate in the voting procedure.) Margie Johnson has very graciously offered to provide some positive criticism of the submitted works. Bring your work with you on the evening – please arrive before 7pm if you are entering the competition.

*Please note that this is the only SASA event dedicated to painting directly from the source. All other competitions, (Such as the Eleanor Palmer Competition in November) as well as all exhibitions do permit the use of legitimate copying from photographs, in the making of artworks.  

THE RULES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

· Only paid-up members and honorary members may participate, and artists wishing to participate must be present at the competition.
· Work must be either life painting or drawing (i.e. work that depicts the human figure) or landscape / seascape. We shall be excluding paintings that do not fall into either one or the other of the two categories.  
· Both life studies and landscapes must have been executed from life (Not from photographs, nor from another artist’s work).

· One entry per member in each category.

· Work may be in any medium.

· Works do not have to be framed.

· Work cannot be submitted if it has been done in a class convened by an art teacher, nor if it has been previously entered in any SASA competition or exhibition.

· Work submitted must be the original hand-made work and cannot be a photographic or electronic reproduction.

· Work entered may be submitted for selection to a future exhibition of SASA.

OTHER WORKSHOPS

RYNO SWART: OIL-PAINTING WORKSHOP.
From the 19th to the 23rd of July, Ryno Swart will present a 5-day ‘A la prima’ oil-painting workshop in Simon's Town. This ‘a la prima’ workshop will explore energetic and direct painting techniques, as the idea is to start and finish a picture in a single session (although, in reality, it would generally require 2 sessions to refine and ‘crisp up’ the final painting). 

The ‘a la prima’ approach to the landscape was exemplified by the Impressionists, particularly Monet and Cezanne. The intention is to include both landscape and interior subjects over the duration of the workshop. The interior as subject is an underestimated genre, where the still life often has an artificial quality; the interior is a found subject, much like a landscape. An unmade bed with a cat, cups of tea on a table, a mantelpiece with cards and objects; these paintings capture a fragile moment. For the interior studies, the idea is to create a corner of some chaos, easel and painting equipment, musical instruments.

The workshop will run from early morning until lunchtime in two sessions of 2 hours, (e.g. from 8:30am till 12:30pm) For those who are able and keen to paint the dawn, Ryno will also be available and out in the landscape from 7am. *Note: This dawn session is voluntary and will not be charged for. The workshop will meet at the Simon's Town Library Hall to work on landscape studies from sketches and memory. The 2-hour interior studies will also take place in the same hall.
