PRESIDENT’S LETTER

Congratulations to each and every member who submitted works for our Annual Selection Day; it takes courage and perseverance to participate each year and deliver one’s precious artworks for scoring by a panel of judges. Although receiving these scores can be either a happy occasion or a potentially devastating blow, I want to applaud all who participated for being prepared to take the leap and open such a personal creative process to be received by an audience! Do be encouraged by this process to carry on creating art with more enthusiasm and determination and most of all, enjoyment, than ever before!

Our Selection Day was a huge success, and I would like to thank the SASA Council and the many helpers who gave up their entire weekend to process and present the artworks, to be marked by three independent and proficient selectors. All of them deserve our heartfelt thanks! As the society has grown, so our procedures have also been required to adapt, and the new two-day Selection process progressed extremely smoothly. I’m sure you’ll agree that the reduction in queuing time and pleasant atmosphere were testimony to this, the product of our hard-working exhibition co-ordinator, Lorna Jakins, and team!  Those who participated in the proceedings are, I’m certain, in no doubt that the process is well-arranged and that fairness and professionalism are our priorities. Each year the society secures the assistance of three selectors, to individually assess the submitted work. These experts in the art field are required to be independent of the society, and each brings a slightly different approach and point of view to the process.

Our selectors for this year were:

· Dr. Hans Fransen: (Retained from last year, for the purpose of continuity). Accredited Heritage consultant, Architectural and Art Historian;

· Andrew Lamprecht: Lecturer at Michaelis School of Fine Art, UCT, Artist, Critic, Curator and Writer;

· Charles Shields:  Director, together with David Tripp, of the Everard Read Gallery, Cape Town, for the last 15 years (since its inception).

There is no doubt that these most capable selectors have an accumulated knowledge and experience perfectly suited to their task, and exceeded our expectations in seriously applying themselves to the duty of fair and consistent judging. All three selectors complimented us on our judging process, and the high standard of work submitted. I was asked to convey their compliments to our members, and I was extremely proud to represent such a talented society!

For those who are interested in our process, please refer to last year’s (2009) October Newsletter (available on our website to read or download) in which I detailed the procedure. Each artwork is presented to the judges and each selector allocates a score to the work, independently, without any discussion. These scores are combined to give a score out of 12 to each artwork. Once all the artworks have been judged, we obtain a listing of the individual paintings in descending order according to scores received. We then establish a thresh-hold score, determined by the maximum number of works earning that score and above which can be accommodated in the exhibition venue at Kirstenbosch. This year, 185 artists submitted a total of 524 artworks. Of these, 202 received a total of 8 and above, and qualify for exhibition. As I’ve said, the standard of work entered was very high, and if your work has not been selected for this year, we urge you to continue to persevere and strive to improve in order to enter again next year!

All works which received a score of 10 and above were also considered by the selectors to be singled out for prizes and commendations according to category, in recognition of their exceptional quality.

Bill Brown is our most deserved new Fellow, having earned 91 points for works entered into selection over the past 3 years!

Congratulations! These prizes will be awarded at the exhibition opening on Saturday the 9th of October. This year, we have been granted two extra days for viewing of our Annual Exhibition before our official opening on the Saturday. Hanging for the exhibition will take place on Wednesday the 6th October, and therefore the exhibition will be open for viewing on the Thursday and Friday, although no sales or reserves will be allowed to take place until after the official opening. Hazel Soan, our opening speaker, is an extremely popular watercolourist, and we expect quite a turnout for the opening, so these additional days will allow members, family, and potential buyers the time to view the complete exhibition before the crowds, and commencement of sales. 

Remember: All works which received a score of 8 or more out of a possible 12 on Selection Day must be presented at the Sanlam Hall at Kirstenbosch for hanging on Wednesday the 6th of October. (*Please note that this is a deviation from our normal practise of hanging on the Friday before an opening.) Please remember to ensure that your work fulfils the display and framing criteria, to avoid disappointment, and don’t forget to bring along a plate of appropriate finger food to the opening on the Saturday. 

Also, keep an eye out for our new SASA notice-board at monthly meetings. Any member wishing to place relevant art-related items on the board is invited to hand their items to our council members, Margie Brunner or Jessica Brown, at the monthly meetings to be put on display. Notices of forthcoming exhibitions in which SASA members are taking part, sales of art equipment, workshops and so forth are all welcome!
