Robert’s practical advice about outdoor equipment was really useful, particularly his hints on not painting with one’s canvas in the sun, as I have made this mistake too often! (But rather, if you have to paint in the sunshine, to rather place your palette in the sun, and your painting in the shade, as your painting will end up too dark for indoors!) Also, his emphasis on reading, and constant working towards improvement was very encouraging. He also gave lots of advice regarding technique. He himself uses a very limited palette (alizarin, cadmium yellow pale or light, ultramarine and titanium white, occasionally with the added use of limited viridian). From this palette, we were taught, it is possible (with practice!) to mix any colour you can see, and this gives the painting a greater colour harmony. Lynn Brown
