LETTER FROM NEW YORK

Dear Members,
This visit to New York has been very different in that I got sucked back into my original career - clothing.  My concert violinist friend needed performance gowns for a series of concerts she is performing in and I arrived in the nick of time.  I was privileged to attend the first concert on Sunday in a beautifully fitted out barge on the East River.  My friend Nina Beilina was accompanied by a string orchestra consisting of 12 musicians. The finale was a medley from the musical 'Porgy and Bess' and I can honestly say that I have never, ever heard the violin played with such
emotion, passion and strength in my life.  Unfortunately, the river was choppy and I was feeling very queasy. The barge is moored virtually under the magnificent Brooklyn Bridge which gave me the opportunity of seeing one of this summer's five new art installations.  Artist Olafur Eliason has designed and constructed five large waterfalls in the rivers surrounding Manhattan.  The Mayor of New York held a grand opening when the waterfalls were turned on. 

I visited several commercial galleries, one in particular, the Spanierman Gallery, LLC, featured the artist Emile A Gruppe's impressionistic boatyards and other lovely scenes.   The paintings were priced between $35.000 and $60.000 and work by our members on our exhibitions are every bit as good.  Check it out at www.spanierman.com. At another gallery there were pictures of performance artist Harvey Opgenorth's attempts to camouflage himself in front of well known works of art.   He does that by standing in front of the large painting, having someone continue the painting on his person and then having a photograph taken. Art?   And in a gallery nogal?
Another artist, Molly Springfield, featured meticulous drawings of pages from the writings of John Ruskin, the 19th century art critic. I cannot imagine how she accomplished the lettering.  Two 'pictures' were sold for $9000 each.
