COUNCIL NEWS

A Big Ask - Delivery of Paintings

The council has recently become aware that it is becoming more and more prevalent for members to request other members to deliver and collect their paintings, for events and exhibitions. Some members have been responsible for many, many artists’ work on the day. Members already bringing along their own works often agree to perform this task out of kindness and to save petrol costs for others, etc. However, though this is a kind offer, there are unpleasant consequences. Bear in mind, as I’m sure you all know from experience, that the mere act of carrying three paintings is in itself a feat! Unwrapping, labelling and managing the fee payments for multiple artists becomes extremely awkward and time-consuming, with some members becoming confused and flustered. Often an artist’s entrance forms and details or fees are insufficient or missing altogether, and it is difficult to keep track of several art works while working through the system. This holds up the queues and causes a lot of frustration for all members. Many of our senior members, in particular, suffer as a result, and we would like to make the entire process as hassle-free as possible.

Solutions:
If you are able, deliver your works yourself, and be sure that they arrive safely.



Accompany another member with your works, and share a lift.

Ask a family member or friend outside of the Society or a member not participating, to bring along your artworks for you. Make sure all your forms, fees, etc. are in order.

Always remember that it is a big ask, and show your appreciation!
Collection of Paintings

At the closure of the Members’ Exhibition, in May of this year, at least fifteen paintings were left unclaimed. The Council remained behind and began the process of phoning those concerned. Many did not answer, and some were out of town, and many only remembered once they were called, and we had to wait for them to arrive. Some members had asked other members to collect their works, and they had forgotten.  It is impossible for us to take responsibility for paintings unclaimed.  We do not have storage facilities, and these works, after all attempts to reach their owner have failed, are left in the storage room at the Sanlam Hall. We do not like to do this, however it is the owner’s responsibility to recover them.

Solutions:
Make the collection of your own artworks your responsibility.



If you are to be out-of-town or overseas, make arrangements for their collection beforehand.



Mark the collection day on your calendar or on your phone so that you don’t forget.

If someone else is collecting your work, remind them on the day, and make sure that this is done.

THE RULES ARE AS FOLLOWS:

· Only paid-up members and honorary members may participate, and artists wishing to participate must be present at the competition.
· Work must be either life painting or drawing (i.e. work that depicts the HUMAN figure) or landscape / seascape. We shall be excluding paintings that do not fall into either one or the other of the two categories.  
· Both life studies and landscapes must have been executed from life (Not from photographs, nor from another artist’s work).

· One entry per member in each category.

· Work may be in any medium.

· Works do not have to be framed.

· Work cannot be submitted if it has been done in a class convened by an art teacher, nor if it has been previously entered in any SASA competition or exhibition.

· Work submitted must be the original hand-made work and cannot be a photographic or electronic reproduction.

· Work entered may be submitted for selection to a future exhibition of SASA.

Artists will also have the opportunity after the competition to receive an informal crit and feedback from two experienced artists on hand. I encourage all members, even those who are not participating in the event, to attend, as the evening is a great deal of fun, and is very helpful to one’s own art practice. These sessions have been met with great success in the past, and all artists are urged to make use of this wonderful opportunity!
