For those members who submitted works (183 members submitted 193 works), and all of the helpers on the day, a big thank you for your patience, as we did experience unexpected crowding and delays beyond our control. 

Jill Joubert of the Frank Joubert Art and Design Centre opened our Members’ Exhibition on Saturday, the 30th May this year, with an excellent humorous and interactive puppet display, using her own hand-made puppets. Using these characters, she conveyed the message that as artists we should not try to recreate the impossible in our works, but rather to interpret the creation around us. Despite the rain, 27 artists sold 30 works at the Members Exhibition for 

R67450.00. Congratulations to all of you, who challenged the odds, and came out on top! The stormy weather undoubtedly played a large part in our small number of sales, and yet the love of residing in the Cape of Storms, means accepting that living here involves us always experiencing the weather. We, as council, shall do our best to bring the Members’ Exhibition forward to April next year, but there are no guarantees to be had concerning the weather. Paintbrushes crossed!

September is just around the corner, as is our Annual Exhibition Selection Day, and I do hope that everyone is perched in their studios working towards their three submissions for our selected showcase exhibition. Don’t forget that there are wonderful opportunities to be had if you score highly in three out of four consecutive years, not the least of which is the added bonus of adding two extra works (unselected, and of your choice) onto each future exhibition after being awarded fellowship. If you haven’t made it thus far, neither have I! Hang in there and we shall have to keep trying together

It was wonderful to see three sculptures at our Member’s exhibition, which is usually dominated by painting. I would encourage all members to take the opportunity to attend either the Greatmore Studios or FJADC’s short sculpture courses coming up soon. (See page 3). It is great fun to experiment with new techniques, and would be wonderful to see even more sculptures at the next exhibition!

COUNCIL MATTERS
For the past few years, SASA has seen some remarkable reproductions of Old Masters’ works, and we encourage this exercise as a challenging and fascinating way of developing one’s own technique and discovering the mastery of the original artist. However, we have recently had to review SASA’s stance on the exhibition of such works, as several queries have been made, and therefore a lot of research and a great deal of thought has been devoted to this topic.

The correct means of displaying a reproduced work of this nature is to credit the original artist noticeably by signing the work oneself “After (The Original Artist)”, so as not to lay claim to work that is not one’s own. Several SASA artists have requested and submitted works so signed in the past, and this is an accepted procedure and one which we encourage as an exercise. In fact Degas met Manet whilst doing the exact same thing in the Louvre! We are perfectly satisfied that morally, legally and financially, the exercise is acceptable.
On reflection, however, we understand that competing with one another as SASA members to participate on exhibitions, and through competitions, is difficult enough, without having to compete with the grand masters, as well! Master reproductions are sought after and sell well, and merely by virtue of being well reproduced, an artist entering such a work may be credited with marks (at our Annual Selection Day) and results (in competitions) that speak more of the original artist’s skill than one’s own.

From a Society perspective, we would rather see these works carried out for one’s personal artistic development, to hang in one’s own home, or sell them through other means.  It is truly a most rewarding exercise, learning to imitate the technique, colours and exact proportions of your favourite master. You learn a great deal about them and yourself in the process. Perhaps, as a Society, we could look into including a display or competition specifically dealing with this genre for our members in the future, if the idea would be well-supported by members. 

However, we must caution all members that absolutely no attempts should be made to copy any living artist’s work, without their express written permission. The copyright also rests with the artist and family for 70 years after their death, and even after this period, the copyright may have been purchased and permission would have to be obtained. Remember that artists’ work is copyrighted, and this is a safeguard of our intellectual property rights! Also note that a work is under copyright law, even if it does not bear the copyright logo© or even a signature! Reproducing another artist’s work without their permission is a criminal offence, and this includes the reproduction of photographic works, as well. It has therefore been decided that in future, all SASA competitions and exhibitions shall exclude the submission of reproductions of this nature, and this shall be stated clearly in the rules.

We have also decided on a shuffle of calendar events taking place during the remainder of this year.  The Eleanor Palmer Competition is moved from its usual month, from July, to November; our Social Evening Finalé to the year.
Also, the Landscape and Life Drawing Competition has been moved from October, to August, and Margie Johnson, who proved to be so encouraging at last year’s ‘crit’ session, has popularly been requested to do us the honours again! We have made this change to accommodate her becoming a ‘Granny,’ when she shall be visiting with her daughter in September/ October!
