The technique of painting in reverse on glass has been around for over 100 years and examples can be found in China and India. It became popular in Bavaria at the turn of the last century as a cheaper alternative to traditional stained glass and was used to make small decorative iconic religious images. SASA EXHIBITIONS

MERIT EXHIBITION 28th of February – 8th of March 2009

Wim Tijmens, Emeritus Praefectus Horti University of Stellenbosch, a well-known horticulturist, landscape architect, lecturer and tour leader, opened our Merit Exhibition on the 28th of February 2009. Wim has led a most fascinating life and his biography appears in the Cambridge Biographical Centre 40th Edition of Living Legends. He is also an entertaining speaker and had the audience enthralled. 

The Merit Exhibition is a showcasing of artists in the society who scored highly in the selected Annual Exhibition in October 2008. This year’s Merit Exhibition saw 49 artists (including SASA Fellows) hang 199 works at the Sanlam Hall at the Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens, of which 63 works were sold for a total of R119 325 (before deductions). Congratulations to all who participated! Karen Burns sold the most artworks, at 7 works. Beth Lowe and Penny Steynor had sales of 6 each, while John Robert parted with 5 paintings.
Sales by Medium: Oil: 28, Watercolour: 16, Mixed Media: 4, Acrylic: 8, Pastel: 2, Etching: 2, Charcoal: 1 and Scraper Board: 2.

NB: A transgression of the rules at our 2009 Merit Exhibition was drawn to the attention of the Exhibition Organisers. A painting on exhibition was recognised to be a direct copy of the cover of a book currently doing the rounds. This was double checked, and found to be justified. The artist concerned did not own the copyright himself or herself to this picture, and the said painting was removed and no refunds were given. Nor was any other painting allowed to be submitted in its place. Members, new or old, must remember that the rules they sign and agree to adhere to are there for their own and the Society’s protection and reputation, and the Society takes disregarding the rules very seriously.

MEMBERS EXHIBITION: 28th of May to 6th of June 2009.

 All members are encouraged to exhibit one of their works at this exhibition, to be held at Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens. This is the only Exhibition held by SASA which allows for work to be submitted which may have been accomplished in a classroom or teaching situation, ( provided that the artist has that teacher’s permission to do so).
