This proved to be an entertaining and most informative exercise, not only for those who had submitted works for the competition, but also for the many who attended to lend their support and gain valuable insights concerning technique, composition and approach. The inimitable Margie Johnson once again did us the honour of talking us through each of the works on display. Margie is one of our own very active members, a practising artist and teacher, who very encouragingly highlighted the strengths in each artwork and offered her wisdom to counter the weaker aspects that required attention.
